Dohna Tower bears the name of Prussian
Field Marshal Dohna, who took part in the
war against Napoleonic France. Built in 1858
as part of Koenigsberg's Second Defensive
Belt, by the end of the nineteenth century
the fortifications had became obsolete and
had lost their military significance. However,
Dohna Tower played a significance role in the
Second World War: it was the last fortification
to surrender, not giving up until after the Act
of Capitulation had been signed, thus ending
the story of the assault on this fortress town. In
1970s, the Museum of Amber was established
in the Tower. The Museum has displays on the
origin of amber and the methods used in its
production.

Built from brick and concrete at the end of
the 19th century, this fort is a huge hexagon,
surrounded by a moat, a stone wall, and earth
ramparts. Fifteen Soviet troops were awarded
Hero of the Soviet Union for the blockade
and capture of Fort 5. Every year, battles from
the Second World War are re-enacted here to
celebrate 9th of the May (Victory Day). There is
a museum within the Fort.

The Cathedral was
badly damaged during bombing in 1944:

were destroyed. Restoration began in 1990
and continues today. The Cathedral contains
Evangelical and Orthodox Chapels, the
Cathedral Museum and the Immanuel Kant
Museum. The Cathedral also has a fine organ
and hosts organ recitals.

The last Great Master of the Teutonic Order
and the First Duke of Prussia, Albrecht
Brandenburg has gone down in history as one
of the greatest figures of the Renaissance in
Germany. He initiated the political and cultural
development of Eastern Prussia and founded
The University of Koenigsberg, or 'Albertina)
as it's commonly named, after its founder.

A bronze sculpture of Albrecht Brandenburg
by Johann Friedrich was installed in one of
the towers of Koenigsberg Castle in 1891. The

statue remained intact throughout World War
Two bombing raids and assault on the city, but
it disappeared post-war without trace. At the
initiative of the people of Kaliningrad, a copy
was made, which was installed in 2005.

The first statue of Kant was erected close to his
house, 50 years after the death of this famous
philosopher, by sculptor and author Christian
Rauch. Later the statue was moved to the
south-western corner of the square. In 1945,
the original statue disappeared without trace,
and it was not until the 1990s, thanks to Grafin
Donhoff, that a copy of the monument was
created in Germany taken from a statuette
from a private collection. The new statue
was installed on the original pedestal, at the
entrance to the university campus.

At the end of the Second World War, Colonel-
General K.N. Galitsky signed an order for
a memorial to be built to commemorate
those men who lost their lives in the War.
The memorial, which houses the graves of
1,200 guardsmen, expresses the bitterness
of the losses and the sweetness of triumph.
The Victory Memorial was opened on 30th
September 1945 and was one of the first
memorials to have been built in the former
USSR.
